Public Participation

Mr Morley informed the Council that he has approached a HGV vehicle parked on the footpath on the bypass.  He received verbal abuse so took photos of the vehicle which he sent to the Community Warden who to date had not been in touch with him regarding the incident.  Cllr Hannigan will take this up with NLC.  Mr Morley to provide the Clerk with the registration number who will pass on to Cllr Hannigan and Cllr Rank who will take this up at the next NATs meeting.
Cllr Ascher stated that there are a group of youths vandalising around the parish particularly on the recreational ground.  The youths are not from the village and gather most nights from 6-10pm.  One of the Tour of Britain bikes had been stolen.  The Clerk advised that these issues needed reporting on 101 to ensure the stats show a realistic picture of the area.

The Clerk will contact PC Lee Fuller with regard to additional police presence.  Cllr Woodhead is also meeting with Safer Neighbours in the morning and will bring this item up with her too.

1707/09
Clerk’s Report 

a. Clerk has contact NLC and asked that Manchester Square hedge is litter picked and strimmed back.  NLC have carried out the litter pick but are unable to carry out the hedge cutting.
b. Clerk has reported the damaged Royal Mail collection box.  Agenda item.
c. Clerk has contacted NLC with regard to the replacement of the roundabout signage.  Some signage has been erected but HGV are still entering the road and not using the bypass.  Cllr Hannigan to go back to NLC asking that a temporary sign is erected stating no access expect for Magna Charta deliveries.  Cllr Hannigan to also chase up the replacement of the chevron signs which have graffiti on them and when the village signs will be available.
Cllr Ascher stated that the mower had been damaged by broken brackets left on the grass.  Cllr Hannigan to take this up with the relevant person too.
d. Clerk has reported to NLC the dog/litter bin on the bypass which has not been emptied since being moved.  The bin will be relocated further round the bypass for Health & safety.
e. Clerk has submitted a list of outstanding issues to Ward Cllrs.
f. Clerk has ordered the new Centre signage.
g. A copy of the minutes has been submitted to BCCRP.  Clerk has contacted ERNLLCA with regard to the Parish Council maintaining the area.  Agenda item.
h. Clerk has asked NLC if the grass can be cut up to the dyke along the Millennium Walk.  Cllr Wells was to contact the Drainage Board with regard to signage indicating ‘deep water’.
Cllr Wells had provided a report to the Clerk stating the Drainage Board cut the top of the bank once a year, if extra cuts are required this will be charged back to the Parish Council.  The Clerk has arranged for NLC to cut the bank when the paths are cut which will be 4 times a year.

1707/11
Delegate Reports

a. To receive a report from the Recreation Ground Committee, determining any actions required.
Cllr Ascher informed the meeting that a family fun weekend would go ahead this weekend.   Cllr Woodhead would ring the local radio stations to advertise the event.
b. To receive an update with regard to the Community Centre determining actions required with regard to the following items: -

· Fund raising status – no main fund-raising events had taken place but a couple of vouchers have been obtained.
· Works – are due to be finished at the end of August.  The builder is doing above and over his remit and has been great to work with.  The Clerk and Chair have been having regular site meetings.  Cllr Graves, Cllr O Booker and Mrs Wheeler has been to Howden Kitchens who had provided an initial quote to provide a kitchen and white goods.  The quote had been revisited and a more basic design had been provided.  Resolved – approval to go ahead and order the kitchen.  The builder had agreed to install the kitchen.  The flat kitchen was not included in this quote.
· Pricing Structure – the Committee are in the process of collating various details to come up with a pricing structure.
· Insurance ​– the Clerk has been in touch with the Insurer who advised that Hirers Liability is added to the current policy at a cost of £28.  Disco, groups, bouncy castles etc would have to provide a copy of their own public liability certificate.  Resolved – hirers liability to be obtained.
· Temporary Events Notice – the Clerk has been in contact with NLC who advise that a premises license is obtained which will cover all aspects of recording, music and the showing of films.  This would be a cost of £190 on application and £180 per annum thereafter.  Resolved – Clerk to apply for the license.  If hirers bring in their own alcohol that was acceptable.  If an outside bar was hired then they would need their own license or a TEN which they would apply for.
· Registration of new address – NLC can carry out a change of address for £43.  Mrs Wheeler is to contact the Post Office to see who they inform and if it is any cheaper using that method.
Any other relevant items - the Clerk has requested a copy of buildings insurance from Andrew Howarth.

The Clerk is in the process of arranging a site visit with a representative from Humberside Fire Service who will carry out a survey of the building once completed.

The Clerk has met with the Clerk at another Council who run their own Pavilion to gain advice and model documentation to use – Clerk working on this information.

The PCC had offered a range of crockery to the Centre if required.  Cllr Graves to get in touch with Mrs Cook.
c. To receive an update from the Railway & Transport representative with regard to the station determining actions required.
The next meeting was not until September.  The Clerk has been in touch with BCCRP with regard to some form of guarantee that if the Parish Council took on the maintenance the area would not be taken back immediately.  Gill Simpson had informed the Clerk that a letter stating the area would be with the Parish Council for at least 8 years with a possible extension to 10 years.  The Clerk has asked the BCCRP if a bench could be sited in the area and this would ensure the Parish Council could maintain it as a recreational area.  Clerk waiting for confirmation of both of the above items.
d. To receive an update report on the Tour of Britain event determining actions required.
The bikes had all be put out on display but unfortunately as previously stated in the minutes one of bikes has been stolen.  Cllr G Booker to report to the police.  The Clerk had asked for photos of the bikes to send into NLC for their website.
e. To determine actions required with regard to the provisions of setting up of allotments.

The Recreation Committee to discuss whether to work with the Parish Council on this project.
It was muted that there was some land at the recreation ground that would be suitable to use as allotment.  Agenda item for the next meeting.

Cllr Hannigan to contact NLC Ian Jickells to find out when the lining will be in situ.
Cllr N Graves to contact Howarth with regard to the dyke along Oxmarsh as this was not visible due to being overgrown and was dangerous to children.

Clerk to report to NLC that when the grass is cut the grass is not cut back from encroaching on the highway which is breaking up the path.

Concerns were raised with regard to the state of the garden on the corner opposite Fulford Crescent which was full of rubbish.  Cllr Hannigan to report to NLC.

Concerns were also raised with regard to a property at Regents Terrace, the property is not occupied and the garden is overgrown.  Clerk to contact the owner to ask if it could be tidied up as part of the Best Kept Village event.
b. To consider the planting of trees along the bypass and along Barrow Road to enhance the area along with daffodils and wild flower locations.
Resolved – the Council agreed to have NLC plant trees along the bypass.
Resolved – the Parish Council to plant bulbs at the entrance of the village on Barrow Road.
c. To consider the grass cutting and signage for the dyke to make it more visible.
NLC have agreed to cut the grass to the dyke and Cllr Wells has emailed NLC with regard to the placement of signage warning ‘deep water’.

Planning

2017/0765 – advertisement consent boards at various locations in North Lincolnshire will be considered at the NLC Planning Committee Meeting 26/07/17.


The following application is to be submitted to NLC under the Clerks delegated powers.
2017/1142 - planning permission for the retention of a caravan and associated decking, parking and fencing in connection with existing dog grooming business at land opposite 21 Manchester Square, New Holland.

Clerk to submit the previous objection to 2015/0370 as detailed below along with additional information stating that condition 2 of the planning permission has been breached and condition 4 should to be considered when evaluating this new application.  The current utilities used to run the premises need to be determined as it is thought this is being run from a neighbouring property and not from its own source.

2015/0370 - This application has caused a lot of bad feeling in the village and most councillors have received complaints about it.  We have put together the salient points. 

New Holland Parish Council object to this application as a residential caravan does not fit the street scene and visual amenity of the area, business premise should be built in a material more suited to its location. 

The Parish Council think this is contrary to LC11 of the local plan - the site is within an important amenity area and development should only be permitted where it would not adversely affect the open character, visual amenity or wildlife value or compromise the gap between conflicting land uses and LC4 - this development will have an adverse impact on the conservation of the area There is a question of sustainability, clearly it a structure not intended for this kind of business and in the long term will degrade and is low quality design. 

This is therefore contrary to ST1 as the development is not sustainable and not fit for purpose long term. 

The caravan would also be contrary to H7 backland development including the level of nuisance caused from vehicle movements to and from the premises and it would affect the general quality and character of the area. 

The Parish Council also have concerns at increased parking and suggest some form of traffic management plan is sought as this road is residential and there is quite a lot of cars parking on the road at present.   

The installation of this structure could set a precedent. 

The following conditions to be considered if the application is granted: - 
a. Not to be used for domestic purposes. 
b. To only be used for the business as described. 
c. No animals to be kept on site for extended periods to avoid kennelling to take place, with associated noise pollution. 
d. The colour would be better as a cream or pale green to blend in better with the surroundings. 
e. The structure to be removed if no longer used for the business described. 
f. The caravan should be considered as an interim solution for 12 months and a more suitable sustainable building is sought.
