Minutes of the monthly meeting of New Holland Parish Council held at 7pm on Wednesday 2oth September, 2017 at New Holland Primary School, School Lane, New Holland.

Public Participation

Derek Coe presented ISABEL Re: Community Energy- through social innovation: - a EU funded initiative.
The remit is to develop awareness of the potential of community energy with a specific reference to biogas and waste management, in particular they are focused on the Lincolnshire/Humber/Yorkshire region.

As part of the initial engagement strategy they have identified the parish councils as a potential 'portal' to the regions communities.

The next step would be to hold a community workshop and help would be available to organize this.
The Clerk stated that she would be in touch in due course when the Parish Council had discussed and when the Community Centre would be available.

Derek Coe & Steve Bowra left the meeting.
Mrs Dent stated that the ground maintenance work that both Martin Skipworth and Cllr Rank were carrying out was excellent and needed to be minuted so all residents were aware who was undertaking this work.

Mrs Dent also stated that over the past 2 or 3 months people have been letting dogs off the lead and letting them foul and not collecting this up.  Cllr Hannigan stated that NLC were working on a new policy – Public Space Order which would see on the spot fines for not carrying dog poo bags when with a dog.  The Parish Council will be consulted in due course but the general consensus that this would be supported.
Mrs Dent asked when the bikes would be removed to which the Clerk stated NLC would be collecting in due course.

A resident stated he would be interested in running some form of media school when the Community Centre was opened.

Clerk’s Report 

a. Clerk has contact Humberside Police with regard to the ASB at the playing field to be told each incident has to be reported via 101.  Clerk has passed this information on to Cllr Woodhead for future occurrences.

b. Site visit from Humberside Fire Services has been undertaken at the Centre.

c. Clerk still waiting for confirmation from BCRRP with regard to a guarantee that once the area was maintained by the Parish Council this would not be taken back and for a bench to be sited in the area.  Agenda item.
d. Clerk has informed NLC that they would like to have trees planted along the bypass.

Report from Ward Cllrs on NLC issues 

To receive a report from the Ward Councillors on North Lincolnshire Council issues.

Apologies received from Cllrs Clark & Wells.
Cllr Hannigan stated the Dog Grooming planning application had been approved but the conditions stated that the caravan either had to be removed or a more permanent building planning application submitted in 12 months.  All the conditions currently on will continue and it was reiterated that any breaches of these conditions should be reported to NLC asap.
1709/11
Delegate Reports

a. To receive a report from the Recreation Ground Committee, determining any actions required.

Cllr Woodhead stated that an ordinary meeting had been held and more members had joined.  The AGM had been held and officers appointed.  A meeting was held on 19/09 approving Halloween and Christmas events.  The grass and clearing of the site will commence 1st October.
b. To receive an update with regard to the Community Centre determining actions required with regard to the following items: -

· Fund raising status – A further £1,100 had been received in donations.  The cheque for £100 had been made payable incorrect so the Clerk has to contact to get this amended.
· Works – Clerk to contact the builder to state works are to be completed by 01/10, a site meeting will be arranged for 02/10.  A list of outstanding works will be created by the Clerk from the information received from the Committee.  Clerk to also inform the builder that there is evidence of a leak and this need urgent attention.  British Gas have informed the Clerk that new pipework is required to accommodate the size of boiler installed at a cost of £7,000.  There are no funds for this and therefore it was resolved the Clerk applies for funds from NLC to pay for these unexpected costs.
Cllr Hannigan stated that he is available to attend site if necessary to determine the standard of work.

Cllr N Graves was checking on the stock used from NHBS with regard to the promise of electrical goods.
· Pricing Structure – ongoing.
· Insurance – it was resolved to insure the contents at £10,000.
· Premises license – this has been granted by NLC.
· Registration of new address – this is ongoing.
· Any other relevant items – Cllr Harrison has removed the old electric cooker and has offered to look for a replacement.  This offer will be taken up in due course.
c. To receive an update from the Railway & Transport representative with regard to the station determining actions required.
The Clerk has received confirmation that a bench will be put on site if the Parish Council agree to take on the area when the current maintenance contract comes to an end.

Resolved – the Parish Council agreed to take on the area on the proviso that a bench is sited and the maintenance is carried out to a good standard until such a time the Parish Council take over.

Cllr Ascher stated that at the last meeting it was stated no planters would be installed either as previously stated.  Clerk to ask if this is the case.
At present, it was stated that no one has attended the site for at least 6 weeks and the weeds and grass was in a bad state.
d. To determine actions required with regard to the provisions of setting up of allotments.

It was agreed that due to the amount of work required on the playing fields this should be deferred until the area was in order and had new play equipment before other projects were taken on.
