New Holland at War weekend making good progress with organising, looking to have an Easter Egg Hunt followed by Easter Party at Community Centre on Sunday 1st April, if the room is available, not sure of times yet. 

Will be going to look at a couple of tractors in the next couple of weeks so will update when any further progress. Insurance will be due end of February so will be writing to Council before the next meeting requesting financial assistance.

b. To receive an update with regard to the Community Centre determining actions required with regard to the following items: -

· Fund raising status.
The committee are looking into various ways of fund raising including name cards and prize bingo.  
· Works - 
· To receive an update report on build issues determining actions required.
Since the last Parish Council meeting the Clerk has sent a letter and email to the contractor and to date no response has been received.

Since the centre opened on 03/01 several issues have been found including the vent in the kitchen not working correctly, catch has broken on one of the café windows, the disabled vent has no external cover and softwood used on the new roof behind the gutting.  The items relating to the build contract will be logged, action taken and costs allocated as per the letter submitted to the contractor.  If these funds go over the remaining funds the contractor will be billed accordingly.

The Clerk has asked NLC for any book cases or racking for the Parish Council store room – there may be some available at the end of the month.
The fire escape signage and assembly point signage were provided to Cllr Harrison for installation.   Further external signs for the fire door are on order and will be erected in due course.
· To make a decision on future works and outstanding items.
Once all the signs are installed the Clerk will get in touch with the Building Inspector to reinspect the building to sign it off.

A list of further works will be created.

· To receive a report on procedural requirements determining actions required.
Resolved - the H & S and Fire Annual Risk Assessments, weekly H & S assessment, key holder’s information and bookings from were approved.

· To consider grant funding for CCTV, intruder alarm and broadband for the centre via the Safer Neighbourhood Fund currently available.
Resolved - approved that the Parish Council apply for funding for CCTV and an Intruder Alarm.

· To consider grant funding to replace the windows in the centre via the Northern Power grid fund currently available.
Resolved - the Parish Council apply for funding for the windows from this grant.  Clerk awaiting window costs from Cllr Woodhead.
· To consider the setting up of a contract with PHS Group for the ladies’ toilet sanitation.
It was agreed this was not necessary and this would-be part of the cleaning regime.

· Any other relevant items.
NLC have attended site and the Parish Council do not require any bins but the café have arranged for these as the main users of the building.
Mrs Harrison stated that the blinds for the café were due in the next couple of weeks and ‘the ferry boat’ has been painted on the wall in the café and this will be joined by a painting of Lincoln Castle.  This has been donated to the centre.

Uses for the centre is being looked into including dispensing medication, carry out route blood tests, exercise classes and craft and natter.

Resolved - Cllrs Booker & Harrison were nominated as the H & S and Fire Representatives for the Centre.

c. To receive an update from the Railway & Transport representative with regard to the station determining actions required.

The Clerk has received the following response from the BCCRP: -
The current maintenance schedule with is carried out normally will continue until the 31st March and any issues with the maintenance should be brought up with the BCCRP.

Funding is available for some planters and a seat and they will be purchased once the Parish Council agree to take on the area.

Feed and weed will be provided as soon as the season changes for the large grassed area and the Cllr Ascher and Cllr Rank have agreed to support with the side areas to create a wild flower area.

Resolved – the Parish Council will take on the maintenance from 01/04/18.

The Clerk informed the Council that the budget for salary is in overspend due to the additional working hours of the Clerk.  This will be resolved in the new financial year.
