The Clerk had obtained £3,200 from Safer Neighbourhoods Fund to install the above.  

Resolved – Norton Security was selected to install the above and the Clerk will arrange for this work to be carried out by mid-March.

Notification will be received by April if this is successful.

· To determine actions required with regard to the cleaning arrangements for the centre.
Resolved – Mrs Harrison will carry out the cleaning duties for the centre, 3 hours per week at £25 per week.  Mrs Harrison will be self employed and will be responsible for sorting out HMRC issues.
· To be notified of the current usage of the centre determining any further actions required.
The centre has regular users now including WI and Craft Club and other regular groups are now booking in.

· To be notified of the Opening Ceremony determining actions required.
Resolved - the Ceremony will be held on Friday 16th March at 10.30am.
