Mrs Burton thanked the Clerk and Cllr Ascher for initiating the NLC site visit to Manchester Square after issues were raised with regard to sittings of vermin in the grass that had not been cut for several weeks.  NLC attended site today and have intervened and the grass will be cut in the next few days due to children playing in the vicinity.

Delegate Reports

1. To receive a report from the Recreation Ground Committee, determining any actions required.
Cllr Ascher stated that the New Holland at War event had gone extremely well and would take place next year.
No further activity had taken place on the grant fund for the play area.  Clerk to follow this up with Cllr Hannigan with regard to the planning requirements.
2. To receive an update with regard to the Community Centre determining actions required with regard to the following items: -

a. Works - 
· To determine actions required on future works and outstanding items.
Resolved - The following works were required to ensure the centre is water tight for the forthcoming winter.  3 quotes will be required and the Clerk will submit a grant application to NLC.  Replacement notice board for Manchester Square to be added into the application.
· Flat roof repair.

· Main roof repair including lead flashing.

· Fascia’s.

· Guttering.

· Waste pipe leak from the flat.

· Rendering of rear fire escape surrounding wall.

· Damp proofing.

· Footway – right of centre.
· To determine actions required with regard to the access to the Centre via the right-hand side door.
The Clerk had obtained copies of the land registry and there is access to the side of the Centre wide enough to install a footway which will be sorted within the grant funding.
b. Any other relevant items.
A second defibrillator has been made available to be installed at the centre.  S Robinson to forward the information to the Clerk who will ask if NLC can add this to their maintenance schedule.

Resolved – 4 hanging baskets to be purchased and installed to the front of the centre, these will be placed just under the flag poles, high enough to be secure.
It was noted that the bin to the rear of the centre is already overflowing with the lid open and one of the bags have been ripped open which could lead to a vermin problem.  Clerk to write to Peggy’s World suggesting a large bin is purchased to accommodate the large amount of waste created.
3. To receive an update from the Railway & Transport representative with regard to the station determining actions required.
The next meeting was scheduled for 05/06.

There were 4 filled planters and a bench being delivered to the centre that Mr Skipworth and Cllr Rank will be installing at the railway station.

Cllr Ascher informed the meeting that the pedestrian gates were at present permanently locked and could not be used.

With the purchase of the planter and the planting requirements the fund would be spent by the end of the month and the Clerk will them reclaim from NLC.
