Mrs Dent asked the Parish Council to report the smell that is coming from the drains along with the rubbish and plants that are growing in the gullies.  Cars are parking on Barrow Road that are taking up other houses front parking bays but as stated to Mrs Dent there were no allocated spaces on the highway.  Clerk to also report the overgrowing hedge at Glenholt, Barrow Road which is encroaching on to the highway and the tree on NLC on Barrow Road behind the post box adjacent to the bus shelter. Cllr Wells stated that NLC will pay for the installation of the defib totalling £171.25 – this was well received by the Parish Council and Ward Cllrs were thanked.
