Minutes of the monthly meeting of New Holland Parish Council held at 7pm on Wednesday 17th October, 2018 at New Holland Community Centre, Barrow Road, New Holland.

Public Participation

Mrs Barraclough stated that the houses to the rear of Manchester Square are suffering with rats due to the amount of rubbish to the land to the rear of the square.  The Clerk will be provided with photographic evidence and will forward this to NLC.
The static caravan to the rear of the square has been moved but the land has not been put back to how it was prior to its installation.

There is rubbish from tenants that have moved out of properties which has been put into other residents’ bins contaminating those bins which NLC are now refusing to empty.
The grass in the NLC area is not being cut and the gate is still in situ.  Due to the fencing being put too far in cars are still managing to park on the grassed area.

The bin lorry knocked over a bin on Laundry Lane on the last collection and did not come back and pick up the rubbish which is still on site.

Residents are looking to have a meeting with the local MP with regard to the issues on the square at present and the lack of response from NLC.

Mrs Dent asked if the Parish Council to assist in getting the dyke adjacent to her property filled and diverted.  Due to Mrs Dent having riparian rights on this dyke the Clerk wasn’t sure what the Parish Council could do but due to Cllr Hannigan having dealt with this the Clerk will contact him and enquire.  Mrs Dent also provided a letter from a resident with concerns about the parking and speeding on Marsh Lane and the new fence that had been erected.  The Clerk stated that she would forward the letter to NLC Highways department and asked Mrs Dent to inform the resident to put any complaints into NLC for the current planning to retain the fence that has been erected.

1. To receive a report from the Recreation Ground Committee.
Cllr Woodhead provided copies of the plans of the new play area proposals with an estimated cost of £100k.  The planning application is nearly ready to submit to NLC.

The Committee will then look at the grant funding available.

The New Holland at War event will take place on 13th/14th April 2019.
2. To receive an update with regard to the Community Centre determining actions required on the following items: -

a. Agree and approve the minutes of the last Community Centre meeting.
Resolved – approval of the minutes.
b. To determine and review any actions.
The Committee had been informed that the café is failing at present and one member of staff as been laid off and a further the hours reduced.
The Committee recommend that the Parish Council fund an open day with tapas style tasters for residents at a cost not to exceed £200.  This would be an attempt to encourage further usage of the café and if this failed the café will close in 4 weeks.  The event will be held on 27/10.  Resolved – the Parish Council approved the recommendation.

The Committee recommend that the electricity bill recently received and sent to the café will be reduced by 2 weeks’ worth of the total amount which will take into consideration that the café did not commence fully until mid-August.  Resolved – the Parish Council approved the recommendation.

The electrics have been completed at the Centre but the fan is not working properly.  Clerk to contact the contractor to sort the issue out.
c. To receive an update with regard to the installation of a defib.
The defib cabinet has been installed with the electrics work.  Cllr Robinson stated that she would be in contact with EMAS to arrange the defib installation and training.
d. Any other business.

Resolved – in principle the Parish Council approve the purchase and installation of a camera on the proviso that a grant can be obtained for 90% of the costs and the Parish Council pay 10% of the costs.
